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GENERAL REGULATIONS
1. MISCONDUCT & CHEATING:
In the event a participant becomes verbally or physically abusive to any official, judge, employee or other participant,   ABBI reserves the right to disqualify that person and their entries from that event and / or revoke their participation rights in future events.  Any winnings or entry fees will be forfeited.  Misconduct and / or Cheating or attempting to cheat shall result in major disciplinary action, including, but not limited to suspension and / or fine.  A second offense will result in suspensions from entering ABBI events, and a $10,000 fine.  A third offense will result in a lifetime suspension from entering any ABBI events or registering cattle with   ABBI.

2. BAD CHECKS:
In the event a participant pays his or her fees, breeder dues, or registrations with a check that is returned, the first offense will result in a $100 fine and replacement with another check.  The second offense will result in a $1000 fine, forfeiture of any winnings and replacement with a cashier’s check or money order.  After a second offense, payment of all fees will be a cashier’s check, or money order only basis. Thirty days will be given after the second offense to reconcile your account or your breeder account will be suspended for one year from the date of the bad check. You may become eligible after the one year penalty upon receipt of your balance due plus any incurred penalties.

3. PENALTIES:
In the event a participant competes with an ineligible animal resulting in disqualification, the first offense penalty is disqualification of that animal from that and future events of that age classification and forfeiture of winnings and entry fees only.  The second offense is punishable by disqualification of that animal from that and future events of that age classification, forfeiture of all winnings and entry fees, and a $10,000 fine and one year suspension of the owner from participation.
4. APPEAL PROCEDURE:

Appeal of any disciplinary decision may be made in writing within 30 days of the incident to the ABBI Office.   The appeal letter and a $500 fee should be submitted to ABBI Office and the appeal will be reviewed by the Grievance Committee. Each case appealed will be reviewed on its own merits and the ultimate decision of the Committee will be final.  If the decision is over turned, the $500 and the penalty fee will be refunded.
5. RIGHT OF REFUSAL:

While every effort to accommodate each dues paying breeder will be made, it is important to note that American Bucking Bull Inc. is a private company with obligations to its shareholders.  If in the opinion of the Board of Directors or the management of the company it is determined that doing so would compromise the integrity, or in any way be detrimental to the best interests of the company, ABBI reserves the right to elect not to conduct business with whomever it chooses.
6. ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF RISK:

By entering an animal and/or attending an ABBI produced or sanctioned event participants assume the risk inherent in any bovine/rodeo type activity and hold harmless the ABBI.  American Bucking Bull Inc., nor it’s shareholders, directors, employees, or contractors shall be responsible for any injury, death, or loss of any animal entered or present for any other reason at any ABBI produced or sanctioned event.  Nor will ABBI be responsible for the injury or death of any person attending any ABBI produced or sanctioned event.
7. ACKNOWLEDEMENT OF AUTHORITY:

By payment of annual breeder dues breeders agree to abide by the rules and regulations set forth in this document, and to be subject to the provisions of the same.

8. DUPLICATION:

Any attempt to copy or duplicate this program is strictly prohibited.
10. DISCLAIMER:

While ABBI and its officers and employees strive to be accurate in every aspect of the registration and DNA processing procedure, event entry and payout procedure, breeder account  processing etc. Errors or omissions in these areas, whether due to application errors or office errors, do not constitute additional liability on the part of the ABBI.

2010 ABBI REGISTRATION 
RULES & GUIDELINES

The following is the list of requirements that will need to be met in order to register cattle with American Bucking Bull, Inc. (ABBI).  Please pay close attention to each requirement, if one or more steps are omitted the registration process cannot continue and may be returned to the breeder for completion.  No clones, nor their offspring, will be knowingly entered into the ABBI registry.
A.  Breeders

i.  All breeders (including business entities) of livestock competing in ABBI events must be in good standing. Every breeder is issued a breeder card with an ID#. This number must be used in all official communication with ABBI. Renewals and new breeders’ applications can be processed online at www.abbinow.com or by calling the office at 719-247-2747. It is the responsibility of the breeders to be aware of and abide by all the rules and regulations set forth in this Handbook. Any person or entity in violation of ABBI rules may be subject to, but not limited to, fines, forfeitures, probation and/or disciplinary procedures.

      (a) Breeder’s Accounts : Includes Bull Pen Magazine, one (1) per address

Youth breeder dues (9-18)...................................$30.00

Standard breeder dues...............................       $125.00

Premium breeder dues...............................       $180.00

Breeder’s Accounts benefits including the Bull Pen Magazine commence when the application is processed.  Accounts are retroactive. The Bull Pen Magazine is sent out bi-monthly.  The first issue of the Bull Pen Magazine will be received in 4-6 weeks after the membership is received by ABBI.


Definitions of Breeder Categories


Youth Breeder – any person between the ages of 9 to 18 years and has access to personal inventory.


Standard Breeder -  has online access to personal inventory.


Premium Breeder- has online access to the entire ABBI Inventory.


Lifetime Breeder- has online access to the entire ABBI Inventory and does not have to pay yearly dues.

New Breeder- is defined as a person or partnership that has not applied for an ABBI breeder’s account nor has had a breeder’s account with ABBI.  Anyone identified as abusing this account may be accessed a fine and reprimand.

** Important Note regarding Registration Application:  A list of sires and dams with their ABBI Registrations Numbers are required to process application.  If there is not a registration number for either the sire or dam leave this portion of the application blank.  Whole Inventory Searches and/or Multiple Inventory searches will not be performed.   Breeder’s Signature is required to process application. If this form is incomplete it may be returned to the breeder to be completed.

**Important Note Regarding the use of Semen for DNA Testing:  In order to submit a straw of semen for DNA testing, an affidavit must accompany the straw, stating that you are the owner of the bull or you must have an affidavit from the owner of the bull allowing you to register the animal.

1. Application for Registration Form has all information required to complete online registration.

2. A credit card is required to pay for the online registrations.  Once the online registrations are paid for the following needs to be submitted to the office within the two (2) weeks of the online submittal date:

a. Blood Cards- see DNA Kits for proper labeling instructions

b. Registration Receipt – Provided when a credit card is used to pay for registrations.

**Important Note regarding Online Registration:  Failure to submit ALL INFORMATION to complete registration within two (2) weeks may result in the online registration becoming NULL and VOID. Re-submittal will be required to register any animals in question. ABBI reserves the right to review any registration application

              E. CATALOGING (does not include DNA testing) 
i. Cataloging will be defined as submitting animals, before December 31st of their birth year, for future registration. A $25.00 per head Catalog fee reserves a position for active registration providing breeders an alternative to registering young calves. This Catalog position guarantees a total of two (2) years (Birth year, 1st year, and 2nd year of age) to identify the performance and/or breeding potential at a reduced rate. All submissions must be received in the office by December 31st of the birth year accompanied by and including a DNA card, ABBI Work Order, and Application for Cataloging  with applicable fees. This applies to bulls and heifers. This information will be “cataloged” and filed with the member / breeders file. Based on price changes for 2010, an additional $ $60.00 per head fee during the qualified animals’ second (2nd) year of age activates the registration process for DNA analysis and verification.

2010 ABBI FUTURITY RULES & GUIDELINES
1. PARTICIPATION:
All participants entering bulls in an ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity must be current breeders in good standing with the ABBI.

2. EVENT ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:
A. All bulls competing in an ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity must be registered with the ABBI prior to entry.
B. All bulls must have a DNA verified sire AND dam prior to entry closing time or be subject to penalty.
C. Bulls may be entered with parent verification pending.  Prior to entering, the bull must be submitted for registration and assigned an ABBI registration number.  A $500 ($250 per parent) penalty will be added to the entry.  All penalty money collected will be added to the “EVENT” purse.  All bulls must be age verified and EID tagged before competition. (See #4)
D. Bulls must be in the Owner/Partnership inventory of those entering the animal or under a competition management agreement.
3. AGE REQUIREMENTS:

To be eligible to compete in any ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity, bulls must be born on or between January 1 and December 31 of the year specified on the form, two years prior to the year of competition.

EXAMPLE: 2008 calves (calves born on or between January 1 and December 31, 2008) are eligible to compete in 2010 futurities.
4. AGE VERIFICATION:

Beginning in 2008, Bulls must FIRST be ABBI Registered, have a permanent branded (fire or freeze) with a permanent legible ID number and an original Certificate of Registration prior to age verification.  Bulls must be ABBI age verified, no sooner than 18 months old and no later than 34 months old from the date of birth in the registry. Bulls must be verified by an ABBI approved licensed veterinarian according to the ABBI approved mouth chart (L. Man Cropsey, DVM Golden, Colorado), be EID tagged and be verified to be 34 months or less.  EID tags should not be placed in animals that are determined to be too old.
(ABBI RESERVES THE RIGHT TO AGE VERIFY AND / OR DISQUALIFY ANY BULL ENTERED AT ANY ABBI PRODUCED OR SANCTIONED EVENT.)
5.  ANIMAL IDENTIFICATION:

Bulls must be branded (fire or freeze) with a permanent legible ID number and have an EID tag in place.  Bulls not branded as mentioned herein may be disqualified from any ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity and may forfeit any/all fees and expenses paid.
A. In the event ABBI questions the legitimacy of any animal’s permanent identification markings, ABBI reserves the right to take a DNA sample on any entered animal in order to compare DNA samples, without notice to or consent from the animal owner.
6.  ENTRIES:
A. Entries will be taken through the ABBI office or website for any ABBI Futurity event.  Entry open date will be event specific and posted prior to each event’s opening date.  Methods of entry:  On-line, with credit card payment;  Fax, with credit card payment, US Mail with personal checks, cashier’s check, money order, or credit card.)  Mailed entries and mailed payments must be in the office by the close date and time posted.  No entries will be accepted without payment.
B. Entry open date will be event specific and posted prior to each event’s opening date.

C. Entry close dates will be two (2) weeks prior to the event, unless otherwise noted.                              Entries and entry fees MUST BE IN THE ABBI OFFICE by 5:00 pm (Mountain Time) on “entries closed” date (not postmarked by entry closed date).

D. In order for a bull to be considered entered in any ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity, the following must be received in accordance with the entry deadlines listed above:
1. If entering by mail or by fax, a completed and signed entry form and photo copy of ABBI Registration Certificate and a copy of the age verification must be included.  The entering owner’s name must appear on the registration certificate as the owner of the bull being entered.  If the bull is owned by a partnership, that partnership must have an ABBI competition agreement and, at least one of the partners listed as the owner on the registration certificate.  If a special working partnership or lease agreement exists which does not allow for the owner’s name to appear on the registration certificate, entries may still be made, but ONLY if the parties provide the ABBI office with a valid copy of the lease.  The entered bull’s name must appear as it appears on the registration certificate or the bull’s registered name will be changed in the registry to match the entry by the ABBI.

2. If entering on-line, on-line entry must be submitted and payment received in the ABBI office by 5:00 pm (Mountain Time) on entries closed date.
E. All fees must be paid in full or received by 5:00 pm (Mountain Time) on “entries closed” date.  Acceptable forms of payment include:  personal checks, cashier’s check, money order, and Master Card, Visa, AMEX or Discover credit cards.  Money wiring will not be accepted for payment of entry fees.
F. Entries will be taken until close date.  Typical Opening will be on Monday, with the close date being the 2nd  Monday following.  Then the total entries will be placed in performance order by random draw of owner to fill available positions.
G. If positions are available, late entries may be taken, until a posted time of “late entries closing date” or typically the Friday, following the posted close date, with a penalty of $250.  All penalty money collected will be added to the “EVENT” purse.
7.  ENTRY FEES:

At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities entry fees will be event specific and will be 
posted prior to entry open date.

8.  ENTRY LIMITS:

At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities, the number of entries accepted will be event specific, and will be posted prior to the entry open date.  A forty (40) entry minimum must be required for all Futurities.  The promoter may elect to hold the futurity with fewer entries, as a stand-alone event.  See promoter’s manual for more details.
9.  HEALTH REQUIREMENTS:

All bulls competing at an ABBI Futurity event will be required to have record of a negative TB test and a negative Brucellosis test within the same calendar year and prior to the competition date, unless otherwise approved through the ABBI office.  A copy of these tests and a Veterinary Health Inspection will be required.  Specific requirements for individual states may differ, so be sure to check with your Vet to verify the requirements.  These tests and inspections must be presented at check-in time.  Bulls that do not meet these requirements will not be allowed to unload or compete and will forfeit entry fees.  A producer may request additional requirements that must be approved by the ABBI and will be posted as ground rules in entry information.
10. TESTING:    

The ABBI reserves the right to collect samples including, but not limited to tissue 

and / or fluids, from bulls for any reason deemed necessary, specific or otherwise.
11. PAYOUT:

At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities payout will be as follows:
A. No more than 15% of total entry fee may be paid to the producer.

B. $100/entry will go to the ABBI World Finals Futurity purse.

C. $150/entry may be withheld for judges and pen fees.  
D. After all deductions the first ten (10) positions will be paid according to the Standard Payout scale. Then 1 hole for every 4 entered up to 20 places. Should more than 80 entries be taken, the first twenty (20) positions will be paid. Event Payout will be determined after check in for the bulls.
12.  DUMMIES:

All bulls competing in an ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity will be bucked using an ABBI approved dummy.  Dummy will be applied by designated Contract labor.
13. COMPETITION FORMAT:

A. At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities, bulls will be bucked for four (4) seconds.

B. ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities consist of the following:

1) One (1) Long Round
14.  JUDGING GUIDELNES:
A. Event producers may choose to use a four (4) or six (6) judge system. The high and low scores will be dropped, and the remaining scores added together in the six (6) judge system. All ABBI judges will be hired by the ABBI. 
B. Bulls will be scored using five categories: Buck, Kick, Spin, Degree of Difficulty, and Intensity.  Zero (0) to five (5) points, quarter points may be awarded in each category, with all five categories added up to form one (1) to twenty-five (25) points per trip, per judge.
C.  A one judge per category system may also be used with 5 judges at designated events.
15. ELECTRICAL DEVICES & FOREIGN OBJECTS:
Any and all electrical devices used to stimulate the animal will not be allowed for use inside the bucking chute.  Foreign objects in flank will not be allowed.  Any owner not adhering to this rule is subject to disqualification of the animal involved in the particular incident, and/or total disqualification from the competition in its entirety and forfeiture of entry fees.  In addition, failure to adhere to this rule could result in suspension and / or fine as outlined in MISCONDUCT & CHEATING.
16. HORNS:

All competing futurity bulls must have their horns tipped (broken or loose horns are excluded from this rule) prior to arriving at check in for the event and be determined to be the size of a 50 cent piece. At the discretion of a judge, if an un-tipped or inadequately tipped animal arrives at any ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity, the bull will be sent to be tipped off site and you will also receive a $250.00 penalty fee. Failure to comply may result in forfeit or loss of any and or all fees and related expenses to the owner.  All penalty money collected will be added to the “EVENT” purse.  
17. DRAW/CHUTE POSITION:

Bucking order will be determined by random draw of owner. You may not change the delivery of the animal, once the bull has been checked in without being assessed a $250.00 penalty.
18. TIE BREAKERS:

There will be no tie breakers employed at ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities. If animals are tied after scores are audited, a straight split will be used.
19. WITHDRAWAL:

Prior to entries closing a bull may be withdrawn without penalty or forfeit of entry fees. After entry closing, owners may withdraw animals from competition for any reason.  However, doing so will forfeit all entry fees, unless a Vet Release is obtained.  In the event a vet release is provided to the ABBI Office, entry fees will be refunded, and the bull will be ineligible for entry for 30 days from the VET release date.
20. PERSONNEL:

At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities, gate men, arena help and production labor will be provided by the futurity producer. Only these designated individuals will be permitted to conduct their specific tasks.  Certificate of Insurance by the promoter must be submitted and accepted by the ABBI office, prior to the event.
21. POINTS:

At all ABBI produced or sanctioned futurities, points qualify toward the ABBI Year End Awards. They will be awarded on the basis of one point for every bull beaten in each go-round of competition.

22. FINALS QUALIFICATION:

The top 100 point earning bulls which are entered will be accepted to the ABBI World Finals Futurity. Any remaining positions available may be filled by additional point earning bulls, in descending order, until all positions are filled or entries close.
23. VIDEO BUCKING BULL, INC.
The video futurity system (VBBI) will allow breeders across the United States, and internationally, to compete via video, with their futurity animals.  A schedule of events will be available on the ABBI website, with entry to the events available online.  Submission of your videos will be through the VBBInow.com website.  Videos will be posted for review and judging for a designated time period, with the event results being published on both www.abbinow.com and www.VBBInow.com .  Judging will be handled by a list of “core ABBI judges” as well as video judges’ scores being factored into the event.  Money will be withheld from each event and will go towards World Finals; therefore, all competition points will count toward finals.
24.  EVENT GROUND RULES:  
Specific ground rules may exist for an ABBI produced or sanctioned futurity and will be posted prior to entries opening.  Failure to adhere to posted ground rules may result in disqualification and / or fine.
Specific ground rules will exist for the ABBI World Finals Futurity.
25. EARLY ARRIVAL 

If you are traveling from a distance and plan to arrive prior to check in, you should contact the on-site ABBI representative or the ABBI office at least 24 hours prior to arrival to ensure pen space is secure and available.  Animals will then need to be checked in with ABBI officials during the designated check in time.  Failure to contact ABBI in advance could subject you to a $250 fine per animal.
2010 ABBI YOUTH FUTURITY RULES & GUIDELINES

1.
 PARTICIPATION:

1. All participants entering bulls in an ABBI produced or sanctioned YOUTH futurity must be a Youth breeder, and between the age of 9-18 years old, in good standing with the ABBI.  A Youth Breeder must be no older than 18 years old, on January 1st of the year in which the ABBI Youth breeder account is paid.  Participants must be 9 years old the day of competition.
2. Youth Breeders are required to be present at YOUTH Futurity in which their bull is entered.  Youth breeder must be accompanied by an Adult at all times while behind the bucking chutes or in the arena.  The Youth  participant IS required to flank bull, but can be assisted by an adult.  Special circumstances will be considered, in the event a Youth breeder cannot flank bull (i.e. a handicapped Youth Breeder).
2.
EVENT ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

1. All bulls competing in an ABBI produced or sanctioned YOUTH futurity must be registered with the ABBI prior to entry.  Bulls must be registered in the competing Youth Breeder’s name, the Youth Breeder’s family name or Youth Breeder’s family ranch name.

2. All bulls competing in an ABBI produced or sanctioned YOUTH futurity will follow guidelines as outlined by the youth committee of ABBI for eligibility to compete.  These guidelines are subject to revision.
3. ABBI recognizes animals at 2 years of age have only one season for competition in the Futurity system. In order not to restrict all of  the competition opportunities available for an animal to reach its fullest earnings potential, ABBI will allow youth futurity animals to compete in other open futurity.
4. American Heritage Youth Futurity will be held in conjunction with the American Heritage Futurity.  Entry requirements will be posted on the website and will be considered a separate Youth Event from the American Heritage Futurity.
If the animal is paid up in the American Heritage Futurity, and entered into the American Heritage Youth competition, the bull will be bucked once, with the score counting for both competitions.  Entry fees to both events will be paid.
3 ENTRY FEES:

At all ABBI produced or sanctioned YOUTH futurities entry fees will be event specific and will be posted prior to entry open date.

4.      ENTRY LIMITS:

At all ABBI produced or sanctioned YOUTH futurities, the number of entries accepted will be event specific, and will be posted prior to the entry open date.  Entries will be limited to one (1) bull per Youth breeder unless the YOUTH futurity does not fill available positions.  All Youth will be allowed to compete in at least one event.
5. PAYOUT:

At all ABBI produced or sanctioned YOUTH futurities payout will be as follows:

a. No more than 10% of total entry fee will be paid to the producer.

b. No money will be held out for the finals.

c. $75 per entry may be withheld for pen fees.
d. After deductions, 1 place will be paid for each 4 entries.  

e. Event minimums will be determined prior to opening of entries.

6. POINTS:

At all ABBI produced or sanctioned youth futurities, points qualify toward the ABBI Year End Youth Awards. They will be awarded on the basis of one point for every bull beaten in each go-round of competition.

All bulls entered in Youth futurity must meet all other ABBI Futurity Rules & Guidelines       (see Futurity Rules & Guidelines)!
2010 ABBI CLASSIC/DERBY RULES & GUIDELINES
1. SCOPE OF COMPETITION:
1. The ABBI Classic/Derby events are to be conducted in conjunction with the following Professional Bull Riders (PBR) events:
a. Touring Pro Division (TPD)
b. Built Ford Tough Tour

c. Any special events ABBI feels would promote and enhance the development of ABBI and its programs.  
2. PARTICIPANTS:
All participants entering bulls in an ABBI produced or sanctioned classic event must be current breeders in good standing with the ABBI.

3. EVENT ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:
A. All bulls competing in an ABBI produced or sanctioned classic event must be registered with the ABBI prior to entry.
B. All bulls must be ABBI registered with a DNA verified sire AND dam prior to entry closing time or be subject to penalty.
C. Bulls may be entered with parent verification pending. Prior to entering bull, animal must be submitted for registration and assigned an ABBI registration number.    A $500 ($250 per parent) penalty will be added to the entry.  All penalty money collected will be added to the “EVENT” purse.  All Classic bulls MUST have been previously age verified and EID tagged before the age of 34 months.
D. Bulls must be in the Owner/Partnership inventory, have a competition agreement on file for those entering the animal. 
4. AGE REQUIREMENT:

To be eligible to compete in any ABBI produced or sanctioned Classic event, bulls must be born on or between January 1, 2006 and December 31, 2007. 

5. AGE VERIFICATION:

All Classic bulls must have been ABBI age verified according to ABBI approved mouth chart (L. Man Cropsey, DVM Golden, Colorado), be EID tagged and be verified to be 34 months or less, by an ABBI approved licensed veterinarian, before the age of 34 months from their birth date in the registry.  A copy of the age Verification must be submitted with the entry form for an event or be on file in the office for the year.
(ABBI RESERVES THE RIGHT TO AGE VERIFY AND / OR DISQUALIFY ANY BULL ENTERED AT ANY ABBI PRODUCED OR SANCTIONED EVENT.)
6. ANIMAL IDENTIFICATION:

A. Bulls must be branded (fire or freeze) with a permanent legible ID number and have an EID tag in place.  Bulls not branded as mentioned herein may be disqualified from any ABBI produced or sanctioned classic and may forfeit any/all fees and expenses paid.

B. In the event ABBI questions the legitimacy of any animal’s permanent identification markings, ABBI reserves the right to take a DNA sample on any entered animal in order to compare DNA samples, without notice to or consent from the animal owner.

8.  ENTRIES:

A. Entries will be taken through the ABBI office or website for any ABBI event.  Entry open date will be event specific and posted prior to each event’s opening date.  Methods of entry:  On-line, with credit card payment;  Fax, with credit card payment, US Mail with personal checks, cashier’s check, money order, or credit card.)  Mailed entries and mailed payments must be in the office by the close date and time posted.  No entries will be accepted without payment.
B. Entry open date will be event specific and posted prior to each event’s opening date.

C. Number of Bulls for each event will be specified by the promoter and posted prior to opening.  If entries exceed 60 for a two day event, bulls will buck once, otherwise, bulls will buck twice.  3 year old bulls will be allowed to designate on the entry form a buck once preference and be drawn out should the event become a two buck event.

D. Entry close dates will be two (2) weeks prior to the event, unless otherwise noted.                              Entries and entry fees MUST BE IN THE ABBI OFFICE by 5:00 pm (Mountain Time) on “entries closed” date (not postmarked by entry closed date).


E. In order for a bull to be considered entered in any ABBI produced or sanctioned Derby/Classic, the following must be received in accordance with the entry deadlines listed above:
1. If entering by mail or by fax, a completed and signed entry form and photo copy of ABBI Registration Certificate and a copy of the age verification must be included.  The entering owner’s name must appear on the registration certificate as the owner of the bull being entered.  If the bull is owned by a partnership, that partnership must have an ABBI competition agreement and, at least one of the partners listed as the owner on the registration certificate.  If a special working partnership or lease agreement exists which does not allow for the owner’s name to appear on the registration certificate, entries may still be made, but ONLY if the parties provide the ABBI office with a valid copy of the lease.  The entered bull’s name must appear as it appears on the registration certificate or the bull’s registered name will be changed in the registry to match the entry by the ABBI.
2. If entering on-line, on-line entry must be submitted and payment received in the ABBI office by 5:00 pm (Mountain Time) on entries closed date.
E.  All fees must be paid in full or received by 5:00 pm (Mountain Time) on “entries closed” date.  Acceptable forms of payment include:  personal checks, cashiers check, money order, and Master Card, Visa, AMEX or Discover credit cards.  Money wiring will not be accepted for payment of entry fees.
H. Entries will be taken until close date.  Typical Opening will be on Monday, with the close date being the 2nd  Monday following.  Then the total entries will be placed in performance order by random draw of owner to fill available positions.
I. If positions are available, late entries may be taken, until a posted time of “late entries closing date” or typically the Friday, following the posted close date, with a penalty of $250.  All penalty money collected will be added to the “EVENT” purse.
9.ENTRY LIMITS:
At all ABBI produced or sanctioned classic events, the number of entries accepted 
         will be determined by the promoter and event specific.
10.HEALTH REQUIREMENTS:
All bulls competing at an ABBI Classic event will be required to have record of a negative TB test and a negative Brucellosis test within the same calendar year and prior to the competition date, unless otherwise approved through the ABBI office.  A copy of these tests and a Veterinary Health Inspection will be required.  Specific requirements for individual states may differ, so be sure to check with your Vet to verify requirements.  These tests and inspections must be presented at check-in time.  Bulls that do not meet these requirements will not be allowed to unload or compete and will forfeit entry fees.  A producer may request additional requirements that must be approved by the ABBI and will be posted as ground rules in entry information.  The ABBI Lead Judge may request a VET RELEASE on-site for an injury prior to the event.
11.TESTING:   
The ABBI reserves the right to collect samples including, but not limited to tissue and/or fluids, from bulls for any reason deemed necessary, specific or otherwise. 
12.HORNS:

Bulls must be tipped in accordance with the Professional Bull Riders (PBR) guidelines which is the diameter of a 50 cent piece.  At the discretion of a judge, if an un-tipped or inadequately tipped animal arrives at any ABBI produced or sanctioned Classic, the bull will be sent offsite to be tipped and will be accessed a $250.00 penalty fee. Failure to comply may result in forfeit or loss of any and or all fees and related expenses to the owner.  All penalty money collected will be added to the “EVENT” purse.
13.PAYOUT:
At all ABBI produced or sanctioned classic events payout will be as follows:

A. No more than 15% of total entry fee may be withheld by the producer for production.
B. An additional $150/entry may be withheld for judges and pen fees.

C. 35% of remaining prize money will go to the ABBI World Bucking Bull Classic Finals purse.   
D. After all deductions the first ten (10) positions will be paid according to the Standard Payout scale. Should more than 80 entries be taken, the first twenty (20) positions will be paid. Event payout will be determined after check in of the bulls.
14.CONTESTANTS:
Bulls will be mounted by PBR bull riders or by open mount out bull riders, if event is not full.  Open entries may be taken on –site, with the promoter collecting the insurance for the non-PBR riders.  PBR/promoter shall pay mount out fees.
15.COMPETITION FORMAT:

ABBI produced or sanctioned classic events may consist of one of the following:

1. One (1) Long Round
2. Two (2) Long Rounds
16. JUDGING:

The 2 PBR judges’ bull scores will be counted and 2 or 4 ABBI judge’s scores may be counted.    The promoter/ABBI may request 6 judges, see promoter’s manual for more details.
17. ELECTRICAL DEVICES AND FOREIGN OBJECTS:

Any an all electrical devices used to stimulate the animal will not be allowed for use inside the bucking chute.  Foreign objects in flank or attached to animal will not be allowed.  Any owner not adhering to this rule is subject to disqualification of the animal involved in the particular incident, and/or total disqualification from the competition in its entirety and forfeiture of entry fees.  In addition, failure to adhere to this rule could result in suspension and / or fine as outlined in MISCONDUCT & CHEATING.
18.DRAW/CHUTE POSITION:

Bucking order will be determined by random draw of owner. The order of the draw will be bucked first to last in the draw order in one round format.  In a two round format, bulls will be bucked from last to first in the draw order in the second round.  You may not change the delivery of the animal, once the draw has been completed unless conclusive evidence is provided that bull was entered the same as delivery change requested.  Positions may be altered, as needed, by the producer and / or chute boss to allow proper left hand and right hand deliveries per section.  Lead judge may change delivery due to injury, if necessary.
19.TIE BREAKERS:
There will be no tie breakers employed at ABBI produced or sanctioned classic events.     If animals are tied after scores are audited, a straight split will be used.
20.WITHDRAWAL:

Prior to entries closing a bull may be withdrawn without penalty or forfeit of entry fees. After entry closing, owners may withdraw animals from competition for any reason. However, doing so will forfeit all entry fees, unless a Vet Release in obtained.  In the event a vet release is provided to the ABBI Office, entry fees will be refunded, but the bull will be ineligible for entry for 30 days from released event. After rider draw has occurred, no refunds will be given for withdrawals, except for Vet released animals or at the Lead Judge’s discretion.
21.ALTERNATES:

Alternates will be defined as bulls entered but not taken due to unavailable positions and will be created by either, draw or preference.  Should any withdraws occur prior to the rider draw, the alternates will be moved into the event replacing the withdrawn bull, in descending order.  If no alternates are available, owners may substitute an alternate animal of like ownership, except in TPD $2,500 Events, provided all requirements are met, and the original animal is withdrawn with notification of substitution, prior to the rider draw for the first round of competition.
22. PERSONNEL:

At all ABBI produced or sanctioned classic events gate men, arena help and production labor will be provided by the classic event producer. Only these designated individuals will be permitted to conduct their specific tasks.  Insurance certificates must be provided to the ABBI office, prior to the event.  See promoter’s manual for more detail.
23. FINALS QUALIFICATION: 
The top money earning bulls, up to 40, may qualify to participate in the ABBI World Bucking Bull Classic Finals.  Any remaining positions available may be filled by additional money earning bulls, in descending order, until all positions are filled or entries close.
24. EVENT GROUND RULES:  
Specific ground rules may exist for an ABBI produced or sanctioned Classic event. Failure to adhere to posted ground rules may result in disqualification and / or fine.
25. FINALS GROUND RULES:
Specific ground rules may exist for the ABBI World Bucking Bull Classic Finals.
    26. FINE SCHEDULE
Late check-in - $250.00 per animal.  Late is defined as not being in line at the designated close time for check in of animals.  Check-in officials will determine the end of the line.
    27.Early Arrival 
If you are traveling from a distance and plan to arrive prior to check in, you should contact the on-site ABBI representative or the ABBI office at least 24 hours prior to arrival to ensure pen space is secure and available.  Animals will then need to be checked in with ABBI officials during the designated check in time.  Failure to contact ABBI in advance could subject you to a $250 fine per animal.
2010 ABBI CLAIMING CLASSIC/ FUTURITY EVENTS

RULES & GUIDELINES

1. ALL APPLICABLE FUTURITY & CLASSIC RULES APPLY TO ABBI CLAIMING EVENTS.  SEE FUTURITY RULES &GUIDELINES or CLASSIC RULES & GUIDELINES.
2. SCOPE OF COMPETITION:
ABBI produced or sanctioned claiming events may be conducted under the following formats:

A. In conjunction with existing Professional Bull Riders (PBR) competitive events.
B. In conjunction with the open riding events.
C. In conjunction with youth or high school events.
D. As stand alone ABBI events.
1. CLAIMING:

Animals may be claimed (bought) from claiming events for the designated claiming price of the event.

A. All claims must be dropped at least fifteen (15) minutes prior to the advertised start time of the event.

B. All claims must be properly filled out and signed.
C. All claims must include cash or certified check/money order.
D. Owners may not claim their own animal, or arrange for them to be claimed by someone else.

1. Any owners found to have arranged for a protection claim will be disqualified and claim will be disallowed.

E. In the event there is more than one valid claim for the same bull, the successful claimant will be determined by a draw.
2. WINNINGS:

All winnings will be retained by the original owner of the bull, whether claimed or not.

3. OWNERSHIP/ASSUMPTION OF RISK:

Fifteen (15) minutes prior to the event, claims will be recorded. Assumption of risk transfers at that time. Original owners are required to flank their bull.

4. NOTIFICATION:

Not more than fifteen (15) minutes after the completion of the event, producer must notify owners of any claimed bulls.

5. SETTLEMENT:

Upon notification, financial payment will be made to original owner and physical transfer of the animal will occur. Failure to willingly transfer possession of any claimed bull will result in forfeiture of entry fees and/or winnings, and a $1,000 fine.
6. TRANSFER OR REGISTRATION:

Registration certificates of claimed animals will be sent to the ABBI office and completed, transferred certificates will be mailed to new owner.  Breeders that do not have an account with ABBI will have their certificates held in the ABBI office, until a breeder number has been established.
2010 ABBI TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF SALE

Any sale that would like to be sanctioned by ABBI, must contact the ABBI office and have a signed agreement with ABBI, and pay the ABBI sanctioning fee prior to advertising the sale.
1. SALE REGULATIONS:
A. All cattle must be registered with the ABBI

B. All consignors must be current breeders in good standings with the ABBI

C. All consignors must have a signed and completed sale consignment form for each animal on file with the sale production office by entry closing time.
D. All consignors must provide the sale production office with the original registration certificate upon consignment of all animals. The registration certificate must reflect the current ownership for each animal.
E. All parents listed in the sale catalog must be ABBI registered, and therefore DNA confirmed.
F. All bulls between the age of 18 and 34 months and all Futurity and Classic eligible bulls must be age verified before 34 months and according to the ABBI approved mouth chart (L. Mac Cropsey, DVM Golden, Colorado)  See Guidelines under Futurity and / or Classic Rules and provide a copy of the age verification/mouthing and EID tag documentation.
G. At all ABBI produced sales, a period of twenty-one (21) business days will be allowed to pass prior to issuance of checks to consignors, and transferred certificates to buyers. This is necessary in order to allow sufficient time for all buyers’ checks to clear.
H. For ABBI sanctioned sales, here will be a fee of $20 withheld from the proceeds of each animal to cover the cost of transfer of registration. Buyers must provide the sale production office with the ownership information that the new certificate is to reflect.  If the buyer does not have a breeder number with ABBI, an account will be necessary prior to any transfer of the animal.
I. At any ABBI sanctioned sale, the sale producer is required to provide to the ABBI office, within 72 hours after the sale, the following items and information:
1. Complete sale results, including seller, buyer, and purchase price.
2. The registration certificate for each animal sold, and $20 to transfer.
3. Complete new ownership information for transfer of certificates and/or a breeder account application for all new buyers.
J. The ABBI and/or the sale producers act as agents only. All guarantees as to soundness (breeders or otherwise) and merchantability of any animal sold or consigned are between buyer and seller.
2. BIDDING:
Each animal will be sold to the highest bidder without reserve, unless registered with the auctioneer.  No bids shall be accepted without assigned bidder # and completed paperwork.
3. BIDDING DISPUTE:
The auctioneer in charge will settle any dispute as to bids, and the auctioneer’s decision on such matters will be final.
4. TERMS:
Terms of the sale are payment due upon completion of the sale, NO EXCEPTIONS!
5. PURCHASER’S RISK:
Each animal becomes the risk of the purchaser as soon as the auctioneer declares it sold.

6. REGISTRATION CERTIFICATES:
ABBI Certificates of registration will be included at seller’s expense, for each animal purchased, including calves that are registered, at side of cows. NO EXCEPTIONS!  
For ALL SANCTIONED SALES, a $20.00 Transfer fee will be withheld from the proceeds of each animal sold.  For buyer’s that are not current breeders with the ABBI, your annual dues must be paid to ABBI prior to the animal being transferred into your name and receiving your transferred certificates.

For ALL NON-SACTIONED SALES, a $30.00 transfer fee will be withheld.  For buyer’s that are not current breeders with the ABBI, your annual dues must be paid to ABBI prior to the animal being transferred into your name and receiving your transferred certificates.

7. HEALTH:
All animals will have appropriate health papers for travel to sale site and will to the best of the seller’s knowledge for eligible for interstate shipment. Any and all testing will have been completed within forty-five (45) days of the sale date. Such test and health papers provided will have been made by a licensed veterinarian. Buyers must be aware of their individual resident state’s requirements for shipment of cattle.
8. ANNOUNCEMENTS:
Any changes in information of any kind will be announced from the auctioneer and such announcements shall take final precedence.

9. GUARANTEES:
All guarantees, if any, other than those specifically expressed herein, shall be such as agreed upon between buyer and seller. Any representations made in sale catalogs, which are not expressly assured by these Terms and Conditions of Sale are those of the seller only and are not assured in anyway by ABBI.

10. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS:
The above Terms and Conditions of Sale shall constitute a contract between buyer and seller of each animal and shall be equally binding upon both. Each sale or resale of animals constitutes a separate transaction. Neither ABBI, nor any other person connected with a management of the sale assumes any liability, legal or otherwise, for any subsequent resale of an animal.
11. SALE CATALOG/ PRESALE FLYER:
Buyer should make purchases from the Sale catalog provided the day of the sale and take heed to any announcements made during the sale. The information in the pre-sale flyers and the sale catalog is provided by the consignor and is in no way warranted by ABBI or any of its agents.

12. BUYER REGISTRATION:
All buyers must Register and verify credit with sale office.

13. CHECK LIABILITY:
The law regarding insufficient fund checks is as follows: Any person signing a personalized check will be held liable for the amount of the check. Acceptable form of personal identification will be required. No post dated checks will be accepted. Appropriate legal services will be obtained in whatever state and county necessary in the United States to secure performance of any check given. These conditions will be enforced to the fullest extent of the law and no exceptions will be made. There will be a $500.00 fee for all returned checks that are not replaced with a cashier’s check within three (3) days of the return date of the check.

14. ABBI SANCTIONED EVENT:
American Bucking Bull, Inc., its agents, its shareholders, directors, employees or representatives do not warrant, expressed or implied, information provided by the producing parties and/or participants in sanctioned events and/or authenticity of the animals registered, competing or sold in ABBI Sanctioned events. The above stated parties and/or their agents, employees or representatives are not responsible or liable for any accident or injury to any owner, participant, livestock or any person involved in the ABBI Sanctioned event.
15. SANCTIONING FEE:

A sanctioning fee deposit of $500 will be paid to the ABBI office at the time of application.  The remaining $1500 will be paid when the sale is approved.  Logo use and content will be approved through the ABBI office in advance.  Discounted prices on the catalog production will be available to the producer of a sanctioned sale, as well as an ABBI mailing list will be available to the mail house providing the mailing of the sanctioned sale catalog.  Sale information will also be posted on the ABBI website and included in any mailings to breeders, prior to the sale.  A feature story will be available in the Bull Pen Magazine, after the conclusion of the sale.  Should your sale not be approved, your deposit will be returned.
16. NON-SANCTIONED SALE:
Sales that are not sanctioned through ABBI will be charged the standard $30 transfer fee for animals within the sale.  Transfers to non-ABBI breeders from any sale, will be held in the ABBI office until which time the new owner becomes an ABBI breeder.  The ABBI mailing list will not be available to these sales.

17. CANCELLATION:

Notified cancellation of an approved sale must be 60 days prior to the event date, in order to receive a refund of the $1500 fee.  The $500 deposit will not be refunded.
United States Bucking Bull Association

American Breeders Trust
The United States Bucking Bull Association (USBBA) is a non-profit entity charged with the promotion of the breed and the bucking bull industry by providing education to both breeders and fans. USBBA currently maintains a breeder incentive program the American Breeders Trust.  

The American Breeders Trust (ABT), remains in its infancy.  The incentive program is funded by nominating fees according to the desired length of eligibility for each sire, as well as his offspring.  The animal must be nominated by either the owner of the inventory in which the animal is registered, or an authorized agent, with the submission of an affidavit allowing the nomination, and designating to whom any payouts will be made.  If the animal is sold, a transfer of authority must be submitted, designating to who the future payout are to be made.  
The following outlines the current fee structure based upon the breeding year i.e. 2010 sires for 2011 calves.

The program does not include an incentive program for the dam at this time.

ABT currently pays incentives in such a way as to benefit the following four categories:

1.  Sire of the number one animal in the ABT two, three and four year old classes at those events designated as “Breeders Trust Incentive Events”.

2.  Top animals in the ABT two year old class at those events designated as “Breeders Trust Incentive Events”. Payout based upon the number of ABT animals participating.  (See attached Schedule)

3.  Top animals in the three & four year old class.  Based upon placing at an event designated as a “Breeders Trust Incentive” event.  Payout based upon the number of ABT animals participating.

The payout schedule is based upon the number of animals entered into the event.  The incentives will be paid based upon these criteria which encourage the breeder to nominate animals into the program.  This in turn will allow the program to continue to grow along with the incentives.

2010 USBBA AMERICAN BREEDER’S TRUST RULES & GUIDELINES

1. Bull Nomination - Sires must be nominated, by payment of $250 annually or $1,000 lifetime by July 1, 2010 to make the resulting calves (2010) eligible for participation in the incentive fund.  The animal must be nominated by either the owner of the inventory in which the animal is registered, or an authorized agent, with the submission of an affidavit allowing the nomination, and designating to whom any payouts will be made.  If the animal is sold, a transfer of authority must be submitted, designating to who the future payout are to be made.  
2. Late Bull Nomination - Sires may be nominated for a penalty of $500, ($750 total for annual or $1,500 total for lifetime) by March 1, 2010 to make the resulting calves (2010) eligible for participation in the incentive fund.
3. Supplemental nomination of $2,500 (for 2010 calf crop only) will be necessary to make bulls eligible after March 1, 2010.
4. Calf Enrollment- 2010 calves sired by ABT bulls must be enrolled by payment of $250 total by December 31, 2010, or $150 partial enrollment with a remaining payments of $150 due by December 31, 2010. 
5. Late Calf Enrollment- 2010 calves sired by ABT bulls may be enrolled by late payments of $1,000 after December 31, 2010.  Supplemental enrollment of $2,500 will be necessary to make 2008 claves eligible after December 31, 2010.

USBBA BREEDER’S CERTIFICATE PROGRAM RULES AND REGULATIONS
The following Rules and Regulations must be followed in order to enroll in the ABBI Breeder’s Certificate Program. Any breeder in good standing may direct questions regarding the Rules and Regulations to ABBI’s General Manager.

I.
Sire Qualifications for Enrollment

1.    Eligibility for enrollment requires:


Preference No. 1:
No artificial insemination of semen and no natural stud service have occurred to outside-of-herd dams prior to the enrollment year,

Preference No. 2, (Grandfather clause): Any artificial insemination of semen and/or natural stud service to outside-of-herd dams will be limited to the breeding season 2 years prior to the enrollment year. The resulting offspring cannot be more than 1 year of age at time of sire enrollment. This preference will end after 2011.

2.
Any outside-of-herd dams bred to an enrolled sire in previous 2 years prior to enrollment must be identified, in writing to ABBI, and signed by the sire owner(s) and outside-of-herd dam owner(s).

3.
If, at time of enrollment of the sire, outside-of-herd offspring are 2 years of age or older resulting from service (A.I. or Natural) of the enrolled sire to outside-of-herd dams, the enrolled sire and offspring will be ineligible for any Breeders Certificate incentive awards resulting from the offspring’s performance.

4.
Offspring no more than 1 year of age at time of sire enrollment will qualify the sire for Breeders Certificate incentive awards. 

5.     Sires with cloned copies are not eligible for enrollment.

6.     Cloned copies of original sires are not eligible for enrollment.

7.     A current listing of all enrolled sires will be found on the ABBI web site.

II.
Transfers
1.    Transfer of ownership and/or registration of a non-enrolled sire require a statement acknowledging neither the artificial insemination of semen nor stud services have occurred, as outlined above, that would make a sire ineligible for the transferee to enroll the sire in the USBBA Breeder’s Certificate Program.

2.  During the transfer process ABBI must be notified, in writing, of any retained rights regarding this program.

3. 
Any owner of an enrolled sire may, for a fee, have ABBI process the transfer, acting as an agent for the enrolled sire owner(s), and issue an USBBA Breeder’s Certificate Voucher. 
4.     USBBA will not participate and will not play any role in the determination of the price of an USBBA  Breeder’s Certificate.

5.    A fee of $25.00, to be paid by the owner(s) of the enrolled sire, will be required to process the transfer of an USBBA Breeder’s Certificate.

III.
Enrollment Fees
A.     Sire enrollment options:
1.     Lifetime Breeder’s Certificate - $2,000.00.

Includes Lifetime Enrollment in the American Breeder’s Trust;

2.     Lifetime Breeder’s Certificate - $1,500.00

Includes enrollment for one year in American Breeder’s Trust;

3.      Lifetime Breeder’s Certificate Program - $1,250.00

DOES NOT include enrollment in the American Breeder’s Trust;

4.     Lifetime Breeder’s Certificate Program - $1,000.00.

For animals already enrolled in American Breeder’s Trust.

IV.
Requirements for the Registration of Offspring

1.     An USBBA Breeder’s Certificate Voucher is required for all offspring resulting from artificial insemination or stud service of a non-owned enrolled sire.

2.     An USBBA Breeder’s Certificate Voucher is not required if the breeder owns the sire and bred dam.

3.     An USBBA Breeder’s Certificate Voucher is not required for offspring from a non-enrolled sire.

V.
Miscellaneous
1.
Only an ABBI breeder in good standing may submit an application for a Breeder’s Certificate which must be fully completed upon submission.

2.     In the case of joint ownership only one Certificate will be issued to the designated co-owner.

3.      Sire owner provides ABBI with a list of Dams including the owner and total number of head serviced and duration of exposure to the sire. 

4.
Sire owner agrees to provide a Breeders Certificate to Dam owners for the number of offspring to be registered.

5.     In the event any misrepresentation is discovered, at any time, in the application for a Breeder’s Certificate, the Breeder’s Certificate shall be null and void, no refund of fees shall be made and the holder of the Breeder’s Certificate shall be subject to such further action as the Board of Directors shall impose.

6.     All fees stated above are subject to change.

7.
Any disputes arising under the USBBA Breeder’s Certificate Program shall be exclusively resolved by arbitration and paid for by the parties involved.
8.     The owner of a sire no longer entitled to enrollment shall promptly surrender the Certificate to USBBA for cancellation.

9.     These Rules and Regulations are subject to change by the ABBI and USBBA Board of 
      Directors.
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
