Junior Futurity Rule Clarification

Please make sure that you are familiar with the Rules 
that have been established for this event:

2008 ABBI Rule Book – Page 14 states:
Junior Breeders are required to be present at JUNIOR Futurity in which their bull is entered.  Junior breeder must be accompanied by an Adult at all times while behind the bucking chutes or in the arena.  Junior member IS required to flank bull, but can be assisted by an adult.  Special circumstances will be considered, in the event a Junior breeder cannot flank bull (i.e. a special needs Junior Breeder)

Points to Clarify:  
1) Junior (ages 9-18)  must be accompanied by an adult at all time while behind the bucking chutes or in the arena.

2) Junior member IS required to flank the bull.  May use a horse (type) flank.
3) Can be assisted by an adult.  

a. Assisted is intended to be defined as: verbal coaching and hanging on to the Junior to keep them safe behind the chute while flanking.

b. This DOES NOT include the adult flanking the bull.

4) Special circumstances will be considered, in the event a Junior breeder     

Can not flank bull (i.e. a special needs Junior Breeder).  

a. Special circumstances and special needs are intended to be defined as if the child has a handicap or is in a wheelchair.  These circumstances must be approved by the ABBI at the time of entry.  This does not include not being able to flank the bull due to age.

All other Futurity Rules apply.  You need to also be familiar with these Rules.
